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Below is a list of various state laws that relate to mercury added products. The rows in
red are states that have already enacted bans on products such as ADC’s mercurial
sphygmomanometers. It is illegal to sell any mercurial sphygmomanometers into these
states without an exemption, and no exemptions have been granted to any medical
company for these products.

It is important to note that the list below may not represent all local and state laws
relating to mercury-added products. This list has been compiled using several publicly
available resources, and the data on it is as accurate as possible. Due to the ever changing
nature of these laws, customers are encouraged to check their own local and state
regulations before purchasing mercurial sphygmomanometers or other mercury-added
products to ensure that they are in compliance with any existing regulations.
